ORAL HEALTH SERVICES

Early Childhood Oral Health Program (ECOHP)
(Preschool 0-5year olds)

All preschool age children are eligible to use this service.
The service is free if you hold a current Healthcare Card or
Pensioner Concession Card or if your child is under a
guardianship order. Non cardholders pay a fee of $28.00
per child per course of care.

Dependant on your child’s oral health status they will be
eligible for care every 12 or 24 months.

Child Dental Service

This service is available to all school aged children (prep —
grade 6) and year 7 and 8 students, who hold a current
Healthcare Card or Pensioner Concession Card, are a
dependant of a Concession card holder or recipients of the
Education Maintenance Allowance.

The service is free if you hold a current Healthcare Card or
Pensioner Concession Card or your child is under a
guardianship order. Non cardholders pay a fee of $28.00
per child per course of care.

Dependant on your child’s oral health status they will be
eligible for care every 12 or 24 months.

Youth Dental Program

This is a free service offered to eligible secondary school
students in year 9-12 or up to 18 years of age if not
attending school.

To access this service you must be a Healthcare Card or
Pensioner Concession Card holder, a dependant of a
Healthcare or Pensioner Concession card holder or
recipient of the Education Maintenance Allowance.

Emergency Treatment

Emergency care is provided for clients with a dental
emergency. Patients will be a asked a number of questions
(Triaged) to assess the type of emergency. Patients will be
prioritized and given an appointment or placed on the
general waitlist dependant on the triage assessment.

For patients who are eligible for the Early Childhood Oral
Health Program, Child Dental Service or Youth Dental
Program, emergency treatment is free of charge
regardless of whether you are on a current Healthcare
Card or Pensioner Concession Card.
